The East Mountain Food Pantry began about
1987. It is jointly sponsored by the First Baptist
Church of Tijeras and Mountainside United Meth-
odist Church. It serves those who are hungry and
those having trouble feeding their families. The
area served is from the Albuquerque city limit east
to Edgewood and Golden to Torreon. The Food
Pantry is located on the property of First Baptist
Church of Tijeras who provide utilities and main-
tenance of the building. It is open from 9 a.m.
to 1 p.m. on Tuesdays and 3:30 p.m. to 6 p.m.
on Wednesdays. Income and donations come
from churches, (including an $800 grant from the
Albuquerque District Missions of the UMC) Lions
Club, and individuals as well as other organiza-
tions of the community,

Applicants fill out a basic information form and
an eligibility form certifying that income is under
USDA poverty levels. The size of the food box given
out depends on the size of the family, taking into
account the number of adults, teens and children.
The number of food boxes in the last quarter of
2011 was 18% higher than the same quarter of
2010.

Volunteers come from the two sponsoring
churches as well as other community volunteers.
